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The political situations in Al-Mishqas under the Rasulid

rule of Al-Shihr (677-834 AH)

Abstract:

The study aims to shed light on the political significance of the Mi3qas region during
the period of direct Rasulid rule over the Sihr region (677-834 AH). After expelling "Al
‘Igbal, the rulers of Sihr, the Rasulids sought to control Misqas to strengthen their grip
on Sihr and protect it. They not only exercised military control but also aimed to exploit

the region's resources, imposing a tax policy on its exports and agricultural products.

The study also explores the impact of Prince Muhammad bin Baz's rebellion on the
Rasulid presence in Misqas and his relations with the youthful tribal power of the "Al
Samasa family—sometimes through peace and at other times through war. This
culminated in the "Al Samasa tribe, along with forces from al-Rayda and remnants of the
Rasulids, expelling bin Baz from gihr, taking control of affairs. Especially after Sa'd bin
Samasa's allegiance to the Ashraf Rasulid Sultan in Yemen and receiving recognition
and acceptance, the tribe remained loyal to the Rasulid state in gihr or isolated itself in
Hirij until they eventually overthrew Rasulid rule in Sihr in 834 AH, establishing their

own dynasty that persisted thereafter.
